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© What are our taxes used for?
“Municipal Tax" is the tax you pay for the city you live in.
Matsudo City collects taxes from residents to pay for road maintenance, garbage collection, etc.
The taxes the city collects are used so we can live in comfort as a society.

© Municipal Resident Tax, Prefectural Resident Tax, and Forest Environmental Tax
This is the prefectural and municipal income tax, also known as the "resident tax," that individuals
pay to the city of their residence on January 1.

People are required to pay if they have an income above a certain level, such as working people.
Whether or not you are required to pay the municipal and prefectural taxes, and how much you pay,
depends on your income and deductions from January 1 through December 31 of the previous year.
Those who pay Municipal and Prefectural Taxes must also pay the Forest Environmental Tax.

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© What happens if a person with unpaid municipal/prefectural resident taxes or forest environmental
tax “leaves Japan” or “moves out of the city"?

If you have had municipal/prefectural resident taxes and forest environmental tax deducted from
your salary and have not paid them by the time you retire, please ask your company to deduct the
full amount from your final salary or pay them with the payment slip you will receive from Matsudo
City after you retire.

Those who have paid their municipal and prefectural resident taxes directly using the payment slips
issued from Matsudo City should pay the full amount of the unpaid taxes, even if it is before the due
date.

If you are not going to be able to receive the payment slip or pay your taxes due to "leaving Japan®”
or "moving out of the city," you are required to appoint a “"Nouzei Kanrinin - tax agent” (a person
who will receive your tax notice and pay your tax in Japan on your behalf), so please contact the
Resident Taxation Division.
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Light Vehicle Tax
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© What is the “Light Vehicle Tax"?
* Light Vehicle Tax is levied every year on those who own motorcycles, light automobiles (vehicles

with engine displacement of 660 cc or less), etc. as of April 1.
- Even if the vehicle is scrapped or the name is changed after April 2, the full amount of the Light

Vehicle Tax for the year must be paid.
- Each vehicle has a different tax rate, depending on its type and engine displacement.
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© Reporting changes
If you dispose / give away / sell a vehicle, move out of Matsudo City, or have your light vehicle

stolen, please be sure to notify us as shown in the table below.
If you do not file a report, you will be liable for the Light Vehicle Tax indefinitely.

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© What is the "Automobile Tax"?
+ The automobile tax is levied on passenger vehicles with the engine displacement of 660 cc or more.

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© What is the "Fixed Asset Tax"?
+ The fixed asset tax are levied every year on those who own land or buildings (known as “fixed
assets”) as of January 1.
- These taxes are calculated according to the value of the fixed asset.
- Please contact the Fixed Asset Division (see page 15) for the details.
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© What is "Tax Agent System (Nouzei Kanrinin Seido)"?
- If you own land or a house (fixed assets) in Matsudo City and move out of the city (including out of
the country), you must designate a tax agent to handle all matters related to the tax payment.
- Please contact the Fixed Asset Division (see page 15) for the details.
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© What is “Inheritance Registration (Genshoyusha no Shinkoku)"?
An heir who has acquired real estate (land or buildings) through inheritance from the deceased,

including a testamentary gift, must to apply for registration of the inheritance within three months
from the day after the heir learns that he/she had has acquired the real estate. Please contact the
Fixed Asset Division (see page 15) for the details. For applications using a smartphone, please see

page 13.
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© What is "Depreciable Assets Tax (Shokyakushisan Zei)"?
Anyone who owns depreciable assets for business use in Matsudo City, whether an individual or a

corporation, is required to file a tax return by 31 January each year. For more information contact the
Property Tax Division (page 15).
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© How to pay taxes?
- Please pay taxes according to the following.

(Payment using payment slips)

- Please pay at a convenience store, bank, post office, Matsudo City Collection Division or at the
branch offices with the payment slip you receive in the mail.

* The tax payment slips for the municipal resident tax, prefectural resident tax, forest environmental
tax, and fixed asset comes in 5 pieces: "Full Term," "1st Term," "2nd Term," "3rd Term," and "4th
Term."

The "Full Term" is for payment of one year's municipal / prefectural resident taxes, forest
environmental tax, and fixed asset tax at one time.

+ The "1st" to "4th" payment forms are for payment of one year's municipal / prefectural resident
taxes, forest environmental tax, and fixed asset tax in four installments.

XIf you pay for the "Full Term" and the "1st” through “4th Term" at the same time, it is a double
payment. If you pay the "Full Term," you do not need to use the payment slip for the "1st” to "4th
Term" (You do not need to pay).

(Payment via bank transfer)

+ If you have a bank account, you can pay your taxes by "direct debit" (i.e., on the day you pay your
taxes, your taxes are automatically deducted from your registered bank account). Since you do not
pay with a payment slip, it is very convenient and you will not forget to pay. The procedure can be
completed at a bank, post office, or at the Matsudo City Hall Tax Collection Division. You can also
go to the city's website and complete the procedures using the "Online Account Transfer Payment
Registration Service” (search 'Matsudo web kouza). The "Online Account Transfer Payment
Registration Service" can also be accessed from overseas.

{Payment via “eL TAX", a local tax portal website) (available from April 2023)

+ Scan the "eL-QR" code printed on the payment slip with your PC or smartphone, and pay via the
local tax payment website using a credit card or smartphone payment application, such as, PayPay,
etc.

$¢Supported credit cards; VISA, Mastercard, JCB, American Express, Diners Club
Handling fee will be charged.

+ Once the deadline for tax payment has passed, tax payments cannot be made at convenience stores
and post offices, or by credit card or smartphone app.
+ You will not receive a receipt or other documentation of your tax payment if you pay by direct
deposit. credit card. or smartohone app.

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© What do you do if you lose your payment slip?

If you have lost the payment slip you need to pay for your taxes, we can reissue it for you.

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© What if you cannot pay your taxes by the tax deadline?

If it is unavoidable that you will not be able to pay your taxes by the due date, please contact
the Credit Management Division. Z047-704-4004
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© What happens if you do not pay your taxes by the due date?
- Itis called being “in arrears (7ainou),” if you do not pay your taxes by the due date.

- If you are in arrears, you will receive a “reminder letter (7okusoku-jo)", a letter notifying you to
pay your taxes immediately.

- If you are in arrears, you may be charged a late fee.

- If you fail to pay your taxes without contacting the Credit Management Division, the City may
contact your employer, suspend your bank account, and seize your assets (wages, savings, etc.).

+ The "amount in arrears” will appear on the Tax Payment Certificate required for the renewal of
visas and residence cards, etc., and may not be processed.

* When leaving Japan in the middle of a fiscal year, please pay all taxes before you leave. If you
are unable to pay your taxes, please appoint a tax agent (Nouzei Kanrinin, a person who will
receive your tax notice and pay your taxes in Japan on your behalf) or arrange for a bank transfer,
and be sure to pay your all your taxes.

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© Certificate of Residence Tax, Certificate of Forest Environmental Tax, and Certificate of Tax Payment
* A Certificate of Residence Tax, Certificate of Forest Environmental Tax, or Certificate of Tax Payment
certifies the amount of taxes you are levied or taxes you already paid during the year, and is submitted to
the Immigration Services Agency when you renew your status of residence.

2 In Matsudo City, the Certificate of Resident Tax and Certificate of Forest Environmental Tax serve as what
is commonly referred to as an income certificate, taxation certificate, tax exemption certificate, or resident
tax determination notice.

- In order to receive a certificate for municipal tax, you must file a municipal and prefectural tax return
(reporting the amount of your income), regardless of whether you had income in the previous year or not.

* A Certificate of Residence Tax, Certificate of Forest Environmental Tax, and a Certificate of Tax
Payment are issued by the city where you resided on January 1st of the tax year considered.
+ Even if you currently live in Matsudo City, if you did not live in Matsudo City as of January 1st of the
tax year, Matsudo City cannot issue the certificate.

If you are a resident of Matsudo City who has a My Number Card, you can get a Residence Tax
Certificate and Forest Environmental Tax Certificate using your My Number Card by entering the 4-
digit PIN number of your My Number Card in the multi-function copy machines in convenience
stores.
