+ Compulsory education in Japan lasts for 9 years from age 6 to age 15.

+ Elementary school is open to children from the first April after the age of 6, and provides students 6 years of education.

+ After completing elementary school, students can enter junior high school where they receive 3 more years of education.

+ High schools provide general and specialized education for those who have completed their compulsory education at the ele-
mentary and junior high school levels, and usually lasts 3 more years.

+ Children of foreign nationalities living in Japan can enroll in public elementary/junior-high schools if they wish, and receive

the same education as children of Japanese nationality for free.
